used.

STEP 2

Pins 8 & 10 must be connected directly to the towing vehicle battery,
refer to the table on page 3 above for minimum wire size required.
Pin 8 wire should be fused with a 40A fuse as close to the vehicle
battery as possible.

Note: Do not connect Pin 8 to any other existing power circuit on the
vehicle. This could cause damage to the vehicle wiring. Consult your X Q
vehicle dealer or a qualified auto electrician if you are unsure. : &

Note: A fast acting 40A fuse must be used and mounted as close to
the battery as possible.

STEP 3

It is recommended that a voltage-sensing battery isolator relay is
also installed in series with both the fridge +12V battery supply on
grey Anderson Plug and the standard 12V supply on Pin 8 in order
to prevent the caravan from draining the towing vehicle battery.
Both circuits can be connected as close to the vehicle battery as
possible.—refer to the relay manufacturer instructions for exact
installation requirements.

STEP 4

Connect the caravan to the towing vehicle and test all caravan lamps
and other electrical device for correct operation

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NOTES

The auxiliary circuit on Pin 8 and 10 provide power to the Jayco Recreational Vehicle for the Lippert Sway Command,
Tyre Pressure Monitoring System (TPMS), wireless rear-view camera and the Jayco “House” Battery if DC-DC is not op-
tioned. In addition, the auxiliary circuit will inhibit the activationof the slide-out and electric awning.

Lippert ABS system uses the following pins of the 12-pin plug— Pin 3= Ground, Pin 5 = Electric Brakes and Pin 8 = 12V
Power Supply.

The grey Anderson plug pin must be connected directly to the tow-
ing vehicle battery, refer to table above for minimum wire size re-
quired. The (+) wire should be fused with a 30A fuse as close to the
vehicle battery as possible. At the grey Anderson plug end, the pins
must be crimped and soldered onto the wires before fitting the
wires to the grey Anderson plug.

Note: Do not connect the positive (+) to any other existing power
circuit on the vehicle. This could cause damage to the vehicle wiring.
Consult your vehicle dealer or a qualified auto electrician if you are
unsure.

For Jayco Recreational Vehicles that have DC/DC Booster installed, a
separate line of power is supplied. The DC/DC Booster will be sup-
plied via a red Anderson plug with a 10mm2 cable pair mounted on
the left-hand side of the A-frame.

The Anderson plug pin on the towing vehicle must be connected
directly to the towing vehicle’s battery via separate voltage sensing
relay with a c current rating of at least 40A. The minimum wire size
for this circuit is 10mm?2. The (+) cable must be fused with a 40A
fuse as close to the towing vehicle’s battery as possible. At the red

Anderson plug end, the pins must be crimped and soldered onto the
wires before fitting the wires into the red Anderson plug.

Note: Do not connect the positive (+) to any other existing power
circuit on the vehicle. This could cause damage to the vehicle wiring.
Consult your vehicle dealer or a qualified auto electrician if you are
unsure.
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
